Patience, compassion, a sense of fairness, and resourcefulness are especially characteristics for child care workers.I found my greatest challenges and most positive rewards in the diversity of my duties to improve my personality with these feelings. İn addition this job is also like any other regular work other people do. As a volunteer, you need to follow some organized timetables and you cannot just do anything you want or you would just come to work whenever you feel like working.It was molding me as a person to be more punctual and to be more respectful.
